Immediately his leprosy
was cleansed. (NET)

The Blind Man

Luke 18: 35 - 43 They [Jesus and his disciples] came to Jericho. As Jesus and
his disciples and a large crowd were leaving Jericho, Bartimaeus the son of
Timaeus, a blind beggar, was sitting by the road. When he heard that it was
Jesus the Nazarene, he began to shout, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on
me!” Many scolded him to get him to be quiet, but he shouted all the more,
“Son of David, have mercy on me!” Jesus stopped and said, “Call him.” So
they called the blind man and said to him, “Have courage! Get up! He is
calling you.” He threw off his cloak, jumped up, and came to Jesus. Then
Jesus said to him, “What do you want me to do for you?” The blind man
replied, “Rabbi, let me see again.” Jesus said to him, “Go, your faith has

healed you.” Immediately he regained his sight and followed him on the road.
(NET; brackets added)

The Synagogue Rule

Mark 5: 22 - 24 Then one of the synagogue leaders, named Jairus, came, and
when he saw Jesus, he fell at his feet. He pleaded earnestly with him, “My
little daughter is dying. Please come and put your hands on her so that she
will be healed and live.” So Jesus went with him. (N1V)

The Hemorrhaging Woman

Mark S: 24 - 34 Now a woman was there who had been suffering from a
hemorrhage for twelve years. She had endured a great deal under the care of
many doctors and had spent all that she had. Yet instead of getting better, she
grew worse. When she heard about Jesus, she came up behind him in the
crowd and touched his cloak, for she kept saying, “If only I touch his clothes,
I will be healed.” At once the bleeding stopped, and she felt in her body that
she was healed of her disease. Jesus knew at once that power had gone out
from him. He turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched my
clothes?” His disciples said to him, “You see the crowd pressing against you
and you say, “Who touched me?’” But he looked around to see who had done
it. Then the woman, with fear and trembling, knowing what had happened to
her, came and fell down before him and told him the whole truth. He said to
her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of
your disease.” (NET)



Blessing the Children

Mark 10: 13 - 16 Now people were bringing little children to him [Jesus] for
him to touch, but the disciples scolded those who brought them. But when
Jesus saw this, he was indignant and said to them, “Let the little children
come to me and do not try to stop them, for the kingdom of God belongs to
such as these. I tell you the truth, whoever does not receive the kingdom of
God like a child will never enter it.” After he took the children in his arms, he
placed his hands on them and blessed them. (NET)

The Bent Over Woman

Luke 13: 10 - 13 Now he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the
Sabbath, and a woman was there who had been disabled by a spirit for
eighteen years. She was bent over and could not straighten herself up
completely. When Jesus saw her, he called her to him and said, “Woman, you
are freed from your infirmity.” Then he placed his hands on her, and
immediately she straightened up and praised God. (NET)

The Widow

Luke 7: 11 - 15 Soon afterward, Jesus went to a town called Nain, and his
disciples and a large crowd went along with him. As he approached the town
gate, a dead person was being carried out—the only son of his mother, and
she was a widow. And a large crowd from the town was with her. When the
Lord saw her, his heart went out to her and he said, “Don’t cry.” Then he went
up and touched the bier they were carrying him on, and the bearers stood still.
He said, “Young man, I say to you, get up!” The dead man sat up and began
to talk, and Jesus gave him back to his mother. (N1V)

The Wind and the Waves

Luke 8: 22 - 25 One day Jesus got into a boat with his disciples and said to
them, “Let’s go across to the other side of the lake.” So they set out, and as
they sailed he fell asleep. Now a violent windstorm came down on the lake,
and the boat started filling up with water, and they were in danger. They came
and woke him, saying, “Master, Master, we are about to die!” So he got up
and rebuked the wind and the raging waves; they died down, and it was calm.
Then he said to them, “Where is your faith?” But they were afraid and
amazed, saying to one another, “Who then is this? He commands even the
winds and the water, and they obey him!” (NET)

Healing All



Matthew 15: 29 - 31 When he left there, Jesus went along the Sea of Galilee.
Then he went up a mountain, where he sat down. Then large crowds came to
him bringing with them the lame, blind, crippled, mute, and many others.
They laid them at his feet, and he healed them. As a result, the crowd was
amazed when they saw the mute speaking, the crippled healthy, the lame
walking, and the blind seeing, and they praised the God of Israel. (NET)

The Ten Lepers

Luke 17: 11 - 19 Now on the way to Jerusalem, Jesus was passing along
between Samaria and Galilee. As he was entering a village, ten men with
leprosy met him. They stood at a distance, raised their voices and said, “Jesus,
Master, have mercy on us.” When he saw them he said, “Go and show
yourselves to the priests.” And as they went along, they were cleansed. Then
one of them, when he saw he was healed, turned back, praising God with a
loud voice. He fell with his face to the ground at Jesus’ feet and thanked him.
(Now he was a Samaritan.) Then Jesus said, “Were not ten cleansed? Where
are the other nine? Was no one found to turn back and give praise to God
except this foreigner?” Then he said to the man, “Get up and go your way.
Your faith has made you well.” (NET)

“Help My Unbelief”

Mark 9: 14 - 27 When they came to the disciples, they saw a large crowd
around them and experts in the law arguing with them. When the whole
crowd saw him, they were amazed and ran at once and greeted him. He asked
them, “What are you arguing about with them?” A member of the crowd said
to him, “Teacher, I brought you my son, who is possessed by a spirit that
makes him mute. Whenever it seizes him, it throws him down, and he foams
at the mouth, grinds his teeth, and becomes rigid. I asked your disciples to
cast it out, but they were not able to do so.” He answered them, “You
unbelieving generation! How much longer must I be with you? How much
longer must I endure you? Bring him to me.” So they brought the boy to him.
When the spirit saw him, it immediately threw the boy into a convulsion. He
fell on the ground and rolled around, foaming at the mouth. Jesus asked his
father, “How long has this been happening to him?” And he said, “From
childhood. It has often thrown him into fire or water to destroy him. But if
you are able to do anything, have compassion on us and help us.” Then Jesus
said to him, “‘If you are able?’ All things are possible for the one who
believes.” Immediately the father of the boy cried out and said, “I believe;
help my unbelief!” Now when Jesus saw that a crowd was quickly gathering,
he rebuked the unclean spirit, saying to it, “Mute and deaf spirit, I command



you, come out of him and never enter him again.” It shrieked, threw him into
terrible convulsions, and came out. The boy looked so much like a corpse that
many said, “He is dead!” But Jesus gently took his hand and raised him to his
feet, and he stood up. (NET)

“Do You Want to Become Well?”

John 5: 1 - 9 After this there was a Jewish feast, and Jesus went up to
Jerusalem. Now there is in Jerusalem by the Sheep Gate a pool called
Bethesda in Aramaic, which has five covered walkways. A great number of
sick, blind, lame, and paralyzed people were lying in these walkways. Now a
man was there who had been disabled for thirty-eight years. When Jesus saw
him lying there and when he realized that the man had been disabled a long
time already, he said to him, “Do you want to become well?” The sick man
answered him, “Sir, I have no one to put me into the pool when the water is
stirred up. While I am trying to get into the water, someone else goes down
there before me.” Jesus said to him, “Stand up! Pick up your mat and walk.”
Immediately the man was healed, and he picked up his mat and started
walking. (NET)

Peter’s Mother-In-Law

Mark 8: 14 - 16 Now when Jesus entered Peter’s house, he saw his mother-
in-law lying down, sick with a fever. He touched her hand, and the fever left
her. Then she got up and began to serve them. When it was evening, many
demon-possessed people were brought to him. He drove out the spirits with a
word, and healed all who were sick. (NET)

Jesus On the Cross

Luke 23: 32, 33a... ... 39 - 43 Two other criminals were also led away to be
executed with him. So when they came to the place that is called “The Skull,”
they crucified him there, along with the criminals, one on his right and one on
his left... ... One of the criminals who was hanging there railed at him,
saying, “Aren’t you the Christ? Save yourself and us!” But the other rebuked
him, saying, “Don’t you fear God, since you are under the same sentence of
condemnation? And we rightly so, for we are getting what we deserve for
what we did, but this man has done nothing wrong.” Then he said, “Jesus,
remember me when you come in your kingdom.” And Jesus said to him, “I
tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise.”(NET)



“Doubting” Thomas

John 20: 24 - 29 Now Thomas (called Didymus), one of the twelve, was not
with them when Jesus came. The other disciples told him, “We have seen the
Lord!” But he replied, “Unless I see the wounds from the nails in his hands,
and put my finger into the wounds from the nails, and put my hand into his
side, I will never believe it!”

Eight days later the disciples were again together in the house, and Thomas
was with them. Although the doors were locked, Jesus came and stood among
them and said, “Peace be with you!” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your
finger here, and examine my hands. Extend your hand and put it into my side.
Do not continue in your unbelief, but believe.” Thomas replied to him, “My
Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have

seen me? Blessed are the people who have not seen and yet have believed.”

Mark 3: 1 - 6 Then Jesus entered the synagogue again, and a man was there
who had a withered hand. They watched Jesus closely to see if he would heal
him on the Sabbath, so that they could accuse him. So he said to the man who
had the withered hand, “Stand up among all these people.” Then he said to
them, “Is it lawful to do good on the Sabbath, or evil, to save a life or destroy
it?” But they were silent. After looking around at them in anger, grieved by
the hardness of their hearts, he said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” He
stretched it out, and his hand was restored. So the Pharisees went out
immediately and began plotting with the Herodians, as to how they could
assassinate him.

Just then there was a man in their synagogue
with an unclean spirit, and he cried out, “Leave us alone, Jesus the Nazarene!
